main job responsibilities and/or accomplishments).

e Social Security actuarial-related professional experience (presentations, publications,
committee service, etc.).

¢ Relevant pension, investment and risk management experience.

o Estimate of the hourly rate that will be charged as well as the anticipated number of hours
based on the current Terms of Reference and previous peer reviews of the CPP Actuarial
Reports.
